Littleleaf Lilac
Syringa microphylla ‘Superba’

Handsome, dense shrub
with single, deep pink
(pink-red) flowers.

Very floriferous. Sporadic
re-bloomer at the end of
summer.

The leaves are about 1/2
the size of those of the
Common Lilac.

Heat tolerant. Adaptable,
Mildew resistant.

Grows twice as broad as
it is tall.

Mature height is 6 feet with
a spread of 9-12 feet.

Cold hardy to U.S.D.A.
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
